raise: Your Key to Breakthrough

Praising God brings amazing breakthroughs to our everyday lives. From intimacy to
birth, the progression of praise parallels the five stages of pregnancy.

Through praise, God reveals His glory; His manifest presence. Praise leads to worship
and brings us into God’s supernatural realm. Here is how it works.

1. Praise is Intimate

God will manifest His glory in us and through us when we are in an intimate Spirit-to-
spirit relationship with Him. During times we dedicate to praise, we meet the Divine Creator, calling us to inti-
macy and drawing us to Jesus’ passion; His forgiveness, acceptance and commitment.

Through praise, we touch God, arouse His heart and awaken Him to action. A woman who had been bleed-
ing for twelve years touched the edge of Jesus’ cloak. Suddenly, she was freed from her suffering. How did this
happen? She attached her faith to Jesus’ miracle-working power. Jesus changed lives because He shared a deep inti-
macy with His Father. Through intimacy with Jesus, we too become channels of God’s love.

2. Praise Conceives

During intimate praise, God conceives His eternal love deep inside us. God’s Spirit implants His “DNA.” This
“DNA” is the spiritual genetics of His Divine Nature Applied to our hearts. God’s nature purifies our worship,
renews our minds, inspires our actions and strengthens our bodies. Praise also conceives God’s ideas to discern His
perfect will. We receive faith to believe God’s promises and empowerment to be like Him.

3. Praise Expects

Spiritual conception activates God’s supernatural power. It changes us from the inside out. Like a mother bird
in her nest, the Holy Spirit broods over us. He protects and nurtures our spiritual development. Through praise,
we receive hope of what God will bring forth from our lives.

4. Praise Dilates

Just as dilation is necessary for natural birth, praise opens wide the passage for God’s purposes to be birthed in
us. This is the key to breakthrough. Praise dilates our spiritual vision, especially in dark circumstances. After Jesus’
resurrection, He opened His disciples’ spiritual eyes and minds to see and understand God’s perspective. When
breakthroughs are imminent, tears of joy well up and flow like springs of water. Our mouths flow with sponta-
neous praise, proclaiming God’s glory, dominion and authority. Praise dilates our hearts, releasing God’s love to
others.

5. Praise Delivers

When God’s love is released, the supernatural breaks into the natural, bringing forth miracles and salvation.
When healing evangelist Kathryn Kuhlman prayed for people, they would receive a miracle only when the love of
God welled up in her. Ultimately, praise brings forth the greatest miracle—salvation. Smith Wigglesworth’s grand-
mother knew the power of praise. She brought 8-year-old Smith to a Wesleyan Methodist Mission Hall. When



the saints got up to dance around the coal stove and praise Jesus for His precious blood, Smith suddenly got a sim-
ple revelation of conversion. His lifelong ministry message, “only believe,” even brought the dead to life. Praise
brings forth new life.

You can experience breakthroughs in your life by practicing the progression of praise. Wigglesworth explained
the lifecycle in the Holy Spirit this way:

= Jesus in Heaven has all power.

= We reach out with faith and touch Him.

« His power flows down through us.

= We reach out with compassion and faith to touch the sick and needy.
* They are healed and begin to praise the Lord.

* The life of Jesus flows back to Him in worship.

Keep pressing in through praise until God’s love overflows from your life to bless those around you. Praise
Him!
